1. Motion by Rochefort, second by Cleland to approve Traffic Control Order #397 P, and the
striping option #1 as proposed by Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) of E. Huron
Avenue. MDOT will stripe a center-left turn lane from Whitelam St. to Nugent Rd. This
option would result in 3, 11 foot traveled lanes for the entire length of this segment. Buffalo St.
